He sustained serious head injuries in-
cluding a Alull fracture and was transferred to
Riverside General Hospital where he was repored
in serious but stable condition Thursday morning.

The situation escalated to involve about 150
prisoners, officials sai Clutwul inmate
died as a result of stab wounds and a severe beat
He was pronounced dei he CIM hospital. A
Black inmate alio susiained stab wounds to the
neck and a puncwred lung, and underwent
emergency surgery ai Riverside where he is listed in
serious condition. He was also found to have a
prison made weapon hidden in his clothing, prison
officials said.

According 10 CIM personnel, five other inmates
were hospitalized at the prison with less serious in-
Jjuries and two correctional officers were injured by
six 10 cight inmates whe knocked them to the
ground and kicked them. Neither were hurt enough

The minimum unit is currently on indefinite

at the minimum unit have been cancelled and in-
mate movement is by escort only. At breakfasi on
Thursday, the inmates were being fed in small
groups and escorted to and from the cafeteria.

The entire prison will be thoroughly searched for
weapans, according to officials, and as participants
in the aliercation are identified they will be transfer-
red out of the minimum wnit. The prison has
already identificd a half dozen offenders who have

The older girl became frightened and hid the gun,
according to Captain Jerry Stephens.
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
